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Western Massachusetts Football Officials Association, Inc.

CONSTITUTION
ARTICLE  I –  NAME 

This organization shall be known as the Western Massachusetts Football Officials Association, Inc. 

ARTICLE II – TERRITORY
The territory of the Association shall comprise of the following counties: Hampden, Hampshire, 

Franklin, and a part of Worcester.  

ARTICLE  III -  PURPOSE 
The purpose shall be the study and interpretation of the rules of the American game of football 
and provision for the training of new officials in order that a group of qualified and competent
officials may be provided for football games in this geographic area, should their services be desired. 

In keeping with this purpose, the members of this organization shall be required to subscribe to all 
officiating standards and ethics which have been approved and sponsored by this Association. 
The Association has the right to establish its own Constitution, By-Laws, and Code of Ethics.
ARTICLE  IV - MEMBERSHIP    
Requirement for membership shall be accord with Article I of the By-Laws of the WMFOA, Inc.
ARTICLE V - OFFICERS 

The elective officers of this organization shall be President, First Vice President, Second 
Vice President, and Secretary/Treasurer. These officers, the immediate past President, 
and four elected at-large members of the organization shall comprise the Executive Board. Only active members in good standing shall be eligible to be an elective officer 

ARTICLE VI - MEETINGS 

The program shall consist of an Annual Rules Clinic Meeting and a series of 

meetings, in accordance with the By-Laws, to be held for the transaction of business and for football rules discussion and interpretation. 

ARTICLE VII - AMENDMENTS 

The constitution and by-laws may be amended by giving notice of such amendment in 

writing to the Secretary/Treasurer who shall make proper announcement in writing, by electronic mail, or posting on the official web page of the Association, no less than seven (7) calendar days in advance of the annual business meeting. Action on the amendment shall be taken at the annual business meeting. A two-thirds majority of the eligible members present and voting is necessary for adoption. Any change to the Constitution shall go into effect on January 1 of the succeeding year.
